SUBJECT:  Data Request in Support of SSC ABC Recommendations

This memorandum requests information and analyses for multiple actions being considered in
the Comprehensive ACL Amendment. | request the information below be provided by March 1,
2010, for consideration by the SSC at their April 2010 meeting.

The South Atlantic Council Scientific and Statistical Committee developed an ABC control rule
in accordance with provisions of the Reauthorized Magnuson-Stevens Act that provides a means
to objectively determine the buffer between the Overfishing Level and the ABC based on
consideration of factors such as level of assessment, assessment uncertainty, stock status, and
biological characteristics. For assessed stocks, the control rule provides a probability of
overfishing which can then be used to determine ABC using the “P*” analysis developed by
SEFSC staff and reported in recent stock assessments. For unassessed stocks, the control rule
provides a means of establishing an appropriate buffer between MSY/OFL and the ABC, which
requires estimates of MSY and OFL.

On behalf of the SSC, the Council requested MSY and OFL values from the Science Center for
all unassessed stocks in August 2009 to facilitate ABC recommendations. Because that initial
request could not be completed for consideration in ABC recommendations, the SSC now
requests basic information on landings, discards, effort, and mean length for all managed stocks.





Specific data elements requested, listed in priority order of need. This information is requested
for all stocks managed by the SAMFC (See Table 1 for complete listing).

Annual landings in pounds for the MRFSS, ALS, SE Headboat, and Logbook data
sources.

Annual mean length and weight for the MRFSS, SE Headboat, and TIP.

Depletion-adjusted average catch based on the MacCall approach (MacCall, A. D.
2009. Depletion-corrected average catch: a simple formula for estimating sustainable
yields in data-poor situations. ICES Journal of Marine Science, 66: 2267-2271)

Representative measures of annual effort for the MRFSS and SE headboat sources,
and annual effort by predominant gear types (hook and line, pot, trawl) for the ALS
and Logbook sources. The SSC requests HB effort reported as angler-days and that
data providers be given latitude to consider appropriate effort measures for other data
sources that will provide an indication of trends in effective effort over time.

Annual discards in pounds for all managed stocks for the MRFSS, ALS, SE
Headboat, and Logbook data sources.

Time series of relative status indicators (F/Fmsy and B/Bmsy) for South Atlantic
stocks assessed through SEDAR.

The above data should be provided in a spreadsheet format using accepted and consistent

species names for all data sources.

SUBJECT:  Request for updated Atlantic king mackerel projections

This memorandum requests information and analyses for actions being considered in
Amendment 18 to the Coastal Migratory Pelagic FMP. | request the information below be
provided by March 15, 2010, for consideration by the SSC at their April 2010 meeting.

The South Atlantic Council Scientific and Statistical Committee reviewed the information
available to support OFL and ABC recommendations for king mackerel in December 2009. The
Committee determined that additional projections are required to develop OFL and ABC
recommendations for Atlantic king mackerel in accordance with the ABC control rule developed
after the king mackerel assessment was completed. These projections should carry uncertainty
forward and be based upon a 27.5% probability of overfishing occurring over each of a range of
projection periods. Because additional projections are required, the SSC further requests that
these projections incorporate observed catch for the 2007/2008 and 2008/2009 fishing years.
Finally, the committee requested additional supporting information to help evaluate stock trends
since the terminal year of the assessment.

Details for the requested projections are as follows:





1. Provide updated catch for the 2007/2008 and 2008/2009 fishing years for Atlantic
king mackerel.

2. Provide available measures of recruitment, such as survey CPUE, for Atlantic king
mackerel.

3. Provide updated projections for Atlantic king mackerel that account for cumulative
uncertainty over time and are based upon a 27.5% probability of overfishing
occurring.

- Include both the fixed catch and associated annual F’s, and fixed F with
associated annual catches, that achieve the target 27.5% probability of
overfishing occurring.

- ABC changes should begin with the 2011/2012 fishing years; assume the
current TAC is reached in the interim years.

- Provide projections for 1 year (2011/2012), 3 years (2013/2014), 7 years
(2018/2019), and 10 years (2021/2022).

- Provide associated updated estimates of the OFL (yield at the Fmsy proxy) over
the same periods as the ABC values.
