	ExecSum: The partners listed above propose to develop educational, web-based tools to bring greater understanding of local and regional fisheries management to a diverse audience, including fishermen, chefs and seafood consumers.  The proposed project would translate technical information into a simple, user-friendly format and encourage understanding of the connection between the natural resources in the ocean and the seafood on the plate, inspiring understanding and conservation of the ocean.  The first component is a series of interactive web-based modules using simple language and visual materials to illustrate a variety of subjects including data collection and stock assessment; fishery management tools; the impacts of regulations; non-regulatory factors that affect fisheries; and sustainable consumption.
