PATROL ACTIVITY HIGHLIGHTS:
1. The FL FWCC Patrol Vessel C.T. Randall responded to a medical emergency onboard a commercial fishing vessel adjacent to the Oculina HAPC satellite areas.  The Randall conducted a medical evacuation of a crewman back to Port Canaveral for further treatment.
2. The USCG conducted combined air and sea patrols during January and March.  No violations noted.
3. SA Chesler and SA Fields responded to Port Canaveral to investigate possible bottom longlining activity within the Oculina HAPC as indicated by VMS.  The agents and a boarding team from USCG Station Port Canaveral boarded the bottom longliner, interviewed the operator, and examined the vessel’s GPS plotter.  The investigation revealed that no fishing activity took place within the OHAPC.
