(2) If the RA determines tropical storm or hurricane conditions exist, or are projected to exist, in the South Atlantic, during the commercial open season, the RA may modify the opening and closing dates.  If the RA determines that the commercial season dates should change based on the tropical storm or hurricane conditions, the RA will file a notification to that effect with the Office of the Federal Register, and announce via NOAA Weather Radio and Fishery Bulletin any change in the red snapper commercial season
.
(3) If the projected commercial season length, as determined by NMFS, is 3 days or less, then the commercial season will not open for that fishing year and the RA will file a notification to that effect with the Office of the Federal Register
.
(r) Seasonal closure of the recreational sector for red snapper.--(1) The recreational sector for red snapper is closed in or from the South Atlantic EEZ from January 1 through the day preceding the second Friday in July
, each year.  During the recreational opening, the season consists of consecutive Fridays, Saturdays, and Sundays
, unless otherwise specified.  
(2) If the RA determines tropical storm or hurricane conditions exist, or are projected to exist, in the South Atlantic, during the recreational open season, the RA may modify the opening and closing dates.  If the RA determines that the recreational season dates should change based on the tropical storm or hurricane conditions, the RA will file a notification to that effect with the Office of the Federal Register, and announce via NOAA Weather Radio and Fishery Bulletin any change in the red snapper recreational season
.

(3) If the projected recreational season length, as determined by NMFS, is 3 days or less, then the recreational season will not open for that fishing year and the RA will file a notification to that effect with the Office of the Federal Register
.

(25) Red snapper--(i) Commercial sector.  (A) If commercial landings, as estimated by the SRD, reach or are projected to reach the commercial ACL, based on the formula described in the FMP
, the AA will file a notification with the Office of the Federal Register to close the commercial sector for red snapper for the remainder of the year.  On and after the effective date of such a notification, all sale and purchase of red snapper is prohibited and harvest or possession of red snapper is limited to the bag and possession limit.  This bag and possession limit and the prohibition on sale/purchase apply in the South Atlantic on board a vessel for which a valid Federal commercial or charter vessel/headboat permit for South Atlantic snapper-grouper has been issued, without regard to where such species where harvested, i.e., in state or Federal waters.  
(B) If commercial and recreational red snapper landings and dead discards exceed the allowable biological catch (ABC) for the red snapper stock, as defined in the FMP
, the AA will file a notification with the Office of the Federal Register, at or near the beginning of the following fishing year, to prohibit the harvest and possession of red snapper that following year.   
(ii) Recreational sector.  (A) If recreational landings, as estimated by NMFS, are projected to reach the recreational ACL, based on the formula described in the FMP
, the AA will file a notification with the Office of the Federal Register to close the recreational sector for the remainder of the fishing year.  On and after the effective date of such notification, the bag and possession limit of red snapper is zero.  This bag and possession limit applies in the South Atlantic on board a vessel for which a valid Federal commercial or charter vessel/headboat permit for South Atlantic snapper-grouper has been issued, without regard to where such species were harvested, i.e., in state or Federal waters.

(B) If commercial and recreational red snapper landings and dead discards exceed the ABC for the red snapper stock, as defined in the FMP
, the AA will file a notification with the Office of the Federal Register, at or near the beginning of the following fishing year, to prohibit the harvest and possession of red snapper that following year.
