· The snapper-grouper, and dolphin wahoo landings are shown at Tab 13, Attachment 1a.  

· It includes landings from the SEFSC through June 3, 2015.

· Dolphin and Wahoo

· About 71% of the commercial ACL has been met through the end of May, which about twice what it was last year.  In 2014, 125% of the commercial ACL was met.  However, the commercial quota for dolphin is proposed to increase in the Generic AM and Dolphin Allocation Amendment.  The commercial ACL would increase from 1,157,001 lbs ww to 1,534,485 lbs ww.  This is greater than what was landed last year.  It appears that the ACL was exceeded in 2014 because of a coding issue where it was discovered that some fish were being reported as dolphinfish rather than dolphin and so their landings were not being captured.
· About 24% of the wahoo ACL has been met, and landings are very similar to where they were at this time last year.  About 83% of the commercial ACL was met last year.  

Commercial Snapper Grouper

· The table shows commercial landings through June XX, 2015, and compares those landings to a similar date in 2014.

· Some highlights of the table.

· For Atlantic spadefish, the commercial ACL will change from 35,108 lbs ww to 150,552 lbs ww.

· For Bar jack, the commercial ACL will change from 5,625 lbs ww to 13,228 lbs ww.  We are currently at 44% of the 5,625 lb quota.

· Black sea bass is at 22% of the commercial quota.  The fishing year started on January 1 as changed through Reg 14.  99% of the commercial ACL was met in the last full June 2013 to May 2014 fishing year.

· Black grouper landings are higher than they were at this time last year.

· Last year gag closed on November 21th, and 97% of the quota was met.  In 2013, 99% of the quota was met and they also closed in November.  Landings are higher than they were at this time last year.  
· Amendment 32 became effective on March 30, and the commercial ACL was reduced from 112,207 lbs ww to 17,841 lbs ww.  As a result, we closed the commercial sector on April 7, 2015.  73% of the old quota was met, and the new quota has been exceeded by 460%.

· The golden tilefish longline sector closed on February 19, and 96% of the quota was met.  65% of the hook and line quota has been met and landings are a little bit lower than they were last year.
· Gray triggerfish was closed on May 8th.  91% of the old ACL (272,880 lbs ww) was met.  Effective July 1, the new annual ACL will be 312,324 lbs ww, which will be split up into two seasonal quotas.  Because this final rule is being implemented halfway through the 2015 fishing year and commercial landings of gray triggerfish have accumulated, the quota for the July 1 through December 31, 2015, fishing season will be the difference between the new total commercial annual catch limit of 312,324 pounds whole weight and the amount of commercial landings that have occurred by July 1, 2015.  Thus, the quota for the second fishing season in 2015 will be the difference between the new ACL of 312,324 lbs ww and landings of about 248,315 lbs ww. 
· For the Grunts Complex, the commercial ACL will change slightly from 218,539 lbs ww to 217,903 lbs ww. We are currently at 14% of the ACL.  51% was met last year.

· Hogfish is at 19% of the ACL and 69% of the commercial ACL was met last year.  The combined commercial ACL for Carolina and east FL stocks could be reduced to 46,234 lbs or lower depending on the ABC adopted for the East FL stock.
· We are 81% of the Jacks Complex ACL.  Last year the ACL was exceeded by 150% but this was apparently due to a sudden pulse of landings that occurred in June last year (before weekly reporting).

· Mutton snapper landings are at 30% and higher than last year.  65% of the ACL was met last year.
· For scamp, the commercial ACL will change from 331,100 lbs ww to 219,375 lbs ww. 

· For the Shallow Water Grouper Complex, the commercial ACL will change from 49,776 lbs ww to 55,542 lbs ww.  We are at 8% pf the current ACL

· For the Snappers Complex, the commercial ACL will change from 215,662 lbs ww to 344,884 lbs ww.  

· Regulatory Amendment 20 would increase the commercial ACL for snowy grouper from 82,900 lbs ww to 115,451lbs ww.  We are at 82% of the commercial ACL right now.
· Yellowtail snapper is at 52% of the commercial ACL and landings are higher than they were at this time last year.  96% of the ACL was met last year.
· The fishing year for greater amberjack changes from April-May to March-Feb in Reg 14.  33% of the ACL has been met thus far in the current fishing year.
· The vermilion snapper ACL was exceeded by 2% and it closed April.  It will reopen on July 1.
